They were called the ñetteò girls, Jeanette, Annette, 
Yvette, and Paulette.  She graduated from Hazen Union in 1971 and because of her height was 
the first one in her class to get her diploma.  She worked at Hardwick Hospital and Greensboro 
Nursing Home while in school. During the summers she worked for many people around      
Caspian Lake cleaning and being a nanny. She married in September of 1971 to Guy Brown 
and started their lives together in  Hardwick.   
 

 They moved to Craftsbury in 1976 and rented until they built their house on Black 
River Road. She received her education certificate in Early Preschool Education and 
worked for Head Start program for eight years and for East Craftsbury Preschool and the 
Academy for two years.  Yvette also did bookkeeping for many in the area.  
 

 Effie has two children, Darcy and Nathan. They both attended Craftsbury schools, being 
very competitive in their academics as well as sports.  She shows pride in her four beautiful         
grandchildren: Meghan, Lynn, Elizabeth, and Katie.  
 

 In June of 1987 Yvette got a call from Rita Davis, who at the time was the Town and 
School Clerk and Treasurer. She called to ask if Effie would be interested in becoming the Clerk 
and Treasurer for town and school. She went for an interview with the Select Board, which at the 
time was Ed Williams, Anne Wilson, and Everett Demeritt.  Rita called the next day to say that 
she got the job, and could she start the next day because in three days she was starting her new 
job and would not be there. She admits to being scared. All that worked for the town at the time 
were very helpful, other clerks, the State of Vermont, VLCT and the Select Board. Effie            
remembers the first time she had to do Town Meeting and Election, Doug Field came to her and 
said remember, ñYou are the boss, this is your stage.ò  It is a phrase she will always remember. 
Time passed and she went from doing all the payroll and bookkeeping on ledgers to a computer. 
She had no computer training and had to do on the job training, which she did amazingly well. 
 

 For 34 years, Yvette has greeted everyone with a smile and if they wanted to stay a while 
and chat, she always put aside her many chores and welcomed the visit. She had patience with 
those that complained but stood up for herself when she felt the need. It takes a special person to 
be a Town Clerk, it is not an easy job, but Yvette showed the way it could be done. She will tell 
you she made many friends and that Craftsbury is her home.
